The Chinese have also got Holland Town next to the sea and they are building a copy of pop
star Michael Jackson’s home, Neverland, and a copy of Cadaqués, Salvador Dali’'s town.
They want the Chinese copy of Cadaqués to give Chinese travellers the chance to enjoy the
Costa Brava without travelling over 10,000 kilometres.
