«Making the most of a little Spanish
language in the Primary classroom»

As a teacher with very limited Spanish language, it can be hard to know where to start and what to do if (or when) tasked with teaching -
or supporting the teaching of- Spanish in the Primary classroom. Children can also be accelerated through too much language input too
quickly, without time to consolidate, make sense of the language and make the language their own. Using a limited amount of Spanish
across the four skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing, we will explore some activities that can help you maximise children’s
engagement and confidence with the language. You should leave the workshop with some tangible examples ready to put to use and
develop further within your own practice, enhancing your own confidence as a teacher of languages to young children.

Dr Victoria Schulze is a senior lecturer at Canterbury Christ Church University. She has 28 years’ experience working in
Primary Education and Initial Teacher Education.

Her current role involves strategic oversight of the School of Education’s academic portfolio across Primary,
Secondary, Further Education and Professional Learning.
