A Text-based Approach to the Primary Spanish Classroom: Harnessing the Potential of Cognates, Visuals, and Gamification

In this session, we aim to present to primary Spanish teachers a comprehensive proposal for the implementation of their schemes
of work. This proposal will encompass examples of teaching materials and resources designed to achieve two central objectives: 1)
Capturing students' attention and fostering a communicative approach within the classroom environment; and 2) Enhancing
teachers' confidence in conducting Spanish language instruction. To achieve these goals, we will introduce a structured model for
the development of instructional texts. This model will emphasize the integration of visual elements, strategically employed to
facilitate the teaching of new vocabulary and grommatical concepts.

Los obras de arte son un estimulo visual que provocan reacciones sensoriales que favorecen la
creatividad, la reflexion y desarrollan la expresion oral y escrito.

C2.

El secreto estd en el profesor, en su actitud a la hora de enfrentarse a este desafio, a la hora de transmitir su entusiasmo y en la
eleccion del materiol dependiendo del alumnado al que ird dirigido. Nuestro propdsito es que el estudiante sienta atraccion y se
involucre en la realizacion de las propuestas que el profesor lleva al aula lo mismo que se siente atraido por una cancién o un
ritmo cuyo lenguaje no conoce.
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
