This year’s winner, Mr. José lvan Sabau Torrelo, presented the project Operacién
Museo, which connected fifth grade students in the United States at Harrison
Lyseth Elementary School (Portland, ME) with students in Spain at Colegio La
Salle (Santiago de Compostela) and Colegio Montserrat Fuhem (Madrid).

In his project, Mr. Sabau Torrelo implemented gamification methodology to
develop a mystery-solving story where students became detectives. Using a
dynamic, cross-curricular and student-centered approach, students used their
artistic and language skills and explored information about Spanish painters, like
Miré and others, as well as geography, mathematics, physical education, and
culture to solve the case.

Operaciébn Museo thoroughly addressed concrete learning objectives,
communicative and cultural competences, appropriate sequencing of content,
engaging activities, adaptations for differentiated learning, and meaningful
evaluations of learning objectives. Moreover, the project’s problem-solving model
involved school communities and families, and was adapted to fit hybrid learning
environments for students divided between home and school.

Mr. Sabau Torrelo’s submitted video was high-quality and provided accurate
descriptions of the project and outcomes. Students image restrictions were
creatively solved.

The visual and technical quality of Operacién Museo’s materials is very high and
demonstrate the great potential of humerous, valuable educational tools. The
project’s elements combined to create a fun, creative, and engaging plot - full of
humor and surprises to fuel students’ interest and attention.
