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1 Justificacion

contexto: el alumno o alumna y un/a estudiante extranjero/a han sido seleccionados/as para
representar a un tercer pais dentro del proyecto New Model UN, en el que cada pareja de
alumnos/as trata de llegar a acuerdos con los/las representantes de otros paises, junto a
los/las que propone iniciativas conjuntas y vota resoluciones en un entorno que simula a la

Organizacion de las Naciones Unidas de manera telematica.

Se tiene en cuenta el requisito de llevar a cabo un enfoque orientado a la accién, con
pruebas bien contextualizadas en entornos reales de modo que el alumnado pueda

prepararse para ejercer una ciudadania activa, comprometida y responsable.

Se ha seleccionado y adaptado material auténtico que servird para enlazar el mundo
académico con los problemas del dia a dia en diferentes culturas y entornos. Se ha puesto

énfasis en el uso de la lengua inglesa como elemento de comunicacion intercultural.

5 Transcripcion de la comprensién auditiva

Across India just under half of the population living in rural areas lack proper access to clean
water and adequate sanitation facilities. That's over 400 million people.

To support better access, UNOPS joined hands with the government of Denmark, teaming up
with India's Jal Devan mission, a mission that aims to make clean water accessible to all rural
households by 2024.

UNOPS is supporting work in Northern India, operating in 137 villages across Uttar Pradesh
state, where consultants specialized in the field of water sanitation and hygiene work with
communities to identify needs and encourage people to participate in the process.

The idea is to not simply [..], you know, provide a pipeline with water to their households. This
is more focused on service provision as well and so therefore it is important to make that
process as democratic as possible [...] also for, you know, sustainability and longevity of the
project we need to ensure that people are participating. Women as a group are a major
stakeholder in the conversation around water because they are essentially the managers of
water at the household level.

They're the ones who fetch it, they're the ones who use it, they're the ones who manage it, so
without a conversation with them and without, you know, taking into account their opinions
or their perspectives, schemes usually are bound to fail.
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In the village of Kalampur a workshop is underway for members of the community to discuss
the issues they face when it comes to managing water and sanitation.

By building local capacity, the goal is to ensure communities are better placed to maintain and
manage the new infrastructure but it doesn't stop there.

Understanding the importance of water conservation is also vital. India is [...] one of the
highest extractors of groundwater. Today, we rely on groundwater for most of our uses. 70
percent of the groundwater that we extract goes into agriculture.

The thing is then that [...] we've now come to a system where we're not able to keep tabs on
how much water we're extracting essentially because it's not visible to the eye. So, in that
sense, there needs to be like a collective consciousness around water use and the program is
designed in such a way so as to enable the communities to be able to systematically manage
water.

And by coming together now, to find solutions for improving water management will help
ensure the availability of clean and safe water, not only for people today, but for generations
to come.
